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Linguistic families: Indo-European and Semitic
   1 Indo-European

It is a name given by "Thomas Young" in 1813 to a group of European languages which have linguistic characteristics close to the ancient Indian language used by "the different peoples who inhabited the geographical area extending from the north of the 'India to the coasts of India'. Black Sea through the migration of these peoples to the north, west and east, where a group branched out from this family. There are many languages, most of which have become obsolete, while others are still used today[footnoteRef:2]. "Joseph" Scaliger, in the 16th century, was the first to indicate that the convergence of a certain vocabulary within four linguistic groups around the single word designating the deity "deus" in the "Romance language group", "gott" in the Germanic and "theo" in the Greek linguistic group and finally "bog" in the Slavic group[footnoteRef:3]. In the 18th century, "William Jones", a specialist in comparative languages, will present a comparison between the Indian Sanskrit language and the European languages of different origins belonging to the aforementioned groups and will underline a great convergence between them in the names. , verbs and grammar, as will its values after 1833 ("Franz Bopp (m) before founding "Karl Brugmann" for comparative linguistic studies[footnoteRef:4]. The Hittite language, like the Tocharian language of Anatolia, was also discovered in the 20th century.
The Greek, or Hellenic, language is divided into three dialect groups - Ionisch Attisch, Achaisch and Dorisch.
Albanian language This language is found not only in Albania but also in southern Italy.
The Italian language was divided into "Oskisch-Umbrisch" and "Latino".
Faliskisch". It was Latin which was the general language of the city of Rome, the most important language of
Latin-Faliskisch extracted from the Latin language the dialects it represents today

The Catalan language was very widespread in Europe, and it is divided into two languages. One language spoken by the inhabitants of the island and the other by the inhabitants of the mainland. This language is extinct. Among the languages that belong to the language of the island:
-Irish Gaelic is the language of Ireland.
-Scottish Gaelic is the language of Scotland.
-Welsh in Wales, Gaul (which is a British language).
The Baltic languages are divided into three languages:
-Lithuanian
-Latvian
-Old Prussian, which died out around 1700 AD.
  The Slavic language is divided into:
-South Slavic: Bulgarian, Serbo-Croatian and Slovenian.
-West Slavic: Czech, Slovak and Polish.
- Eastern Slav: Russian and Ukrainian.

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2 Semitic language family
The term (Semitic languages) applies to those family languages that belong to the Hamitic Semitic family, according to the division of linguists into language families around the world. The first to call this family (Semitic languages) was the German linguist Schlzer, at the end of the century The eighteenth century AD in 1781 AD[footnoteRef:8]. And Semitic, derived from the name "Sam" or "Sham", which is one of the sons of the prophet Noah as mentioned in heritage and religious books from the "Old Testament".
The geography of linguistic diffusion of this family extends from Mesopotamia, south of the Arabian Peninsula, to North Africa and part of its southeast, in addition to large parts of Anatolia and even from Iran.
Researchers have divided linguistic diversity according to geographic distribution:
The southwest section, which includes "Arabic, Ma'iniyah, Sabaean, Himyarite and Abyssinian languages; which includes the Ge'ez language and Amharic.[footnoteRef:9]" [9:   : https://www.alukah.net/literature_language/0/97432/#ixzz6dx7T01Fa] 

The northwest section includes the Canaanite and Aramaic languages, each of which has sections. The Canaanite language is divided into two parts; North, which includes the Ugarit language, and South, which includes the Hebrew, Phoenician and Aramaic and Syriac languages[footnoteRef:10]. Scholars differed as to the origin of the Semitic language and which language was oldest and closest to the parent Semitic language
They differed on the first homeland of the Semites:
This is based on six opinions:
Southwest of the Arabian Peninsula (Yemen), which was said by Rinann, Karl Brockelmann and Fleppi[footnoteRef:12] [12: https://www.alukah.net/literature_language/0/97432/#_ftn13] 

The banks of the Euphrates and the Tigris between Iraq and Armenia, and among those who said it, Von Kremer, Guidi and Hommel[footnoteRef:13]. [13:  https://www.alukah.net/literature_language/0/97432/#ixzz6dx9wPHhB] 

Belkrif attributed its origin to Abyssinia, Gerland to North Africa, Syria and the land of Canaan according to John Beatres, while Springer attributed it to the land of Hijaz and Najd[footnoteRef:14]. We note that the determination of the first homeland of the Semites depends on the areas of expulsion of the population and the areas of attraction; In their migrations during which they move from one place to another. Therefore, some researchers believe that Hijaz and Najd are considered areas of population expulsion to Yemen in the south. Iraq, the Levant and Armenia to the north, and North Africa to the west. Therefore, they suggest that this is the first homeland of the Semites, and then they dispersed throughout the aforementioned regions and their languages[footnoteRef:15]. A/ Characteristics of Semitic languages:
By reading the ancient Arabic inscriptions and examining the writings of these other Semitic languages, such as Syriac, Abyssinian and Hebrew, through the Old Testament, the Torah, the New Testament, the Bible, scholars have could deduce certain similarities between all of these languages, which are a set of characteristics that these languages share; on the four linguistic levels, sound, structure, structure and semantics :
- Acoustic properties: PHONATICAL ASPECTS
Semitic languages are distinguished; Acoustically, the following:
. Frequency of consonants in relation to voices: "Vowels.
. Presence of the sound of the adverb: specifically in Arabic and Abyssinian: but in Syriac and Aramaic it was transformed phonetically into “Ayinn” which means “Ayne” in Arabic (eye).
Some of these sounds are present in Hebrew and Syriac in the form of a contextual change, namely Tha, Dha and Kha: dha is also found in Aramaic and Syriac.
