1/Geographical spread

The Syriac language is one of the Aramaic dialects, transformed into a language. It is the language of the Assyrians, who migrated from northern Iraq to the East. The original Aramaic language has undergone transformations due to geographical changes and the influence of neighboring languages, especially Arabic, which was formed in southern Jordan among the Nabataeans. Today, it is a sacred language for Christians in Iraq, Syria and several other countries due to the migrations of its speakers even outside the continent of origin.
The name "Syria" is originally "Assyrian", which means the Assyrian population emigrating from Iraq. And since the dementia of the letter sin is pronounced which, in some places, is a pronunciation similar to the Hebrew pronunciation of the letter "sin", so it is pronounced "sh", therefore the origin is Assyrian; it became Syrian, and this with the transfer of the name to the Greek Ashouria, so that the letters are reduced to facilitate the pronunciation in the Latin language, thus the pronunciation became "Syrian".
The Syriac language is the language of the Syrian Assyrians, and it is an Aramaic dialect, with which it differs only in writing or pronunciation sometimes, or in certain expressions and vocabulary which change with the change of environment and geography , as we mentioned above.
“Syriac is still used today as a daily language in the Middle East, especially among converts to Christianity who are children of Syriac-origin churches in the Fertile Crescent, Turkey and Iran, and in the State from Michigan to the United States of America, due to the massive migration of Syrians and Iraqis, speaking Aramaic to the "Destroyed" city (to be seen) and in Europe, Sweden, Germany and Holland among immigrants from the East[footnoteRef:2]. As for Aramaic writing, it has evolved over the ages so much so that the Aramaeans invented their own writing in the 7th century BC, respecting the same alphabetical order that we find until now. in several Semitic and Indo-European languages. It developed so much in the 6th century BC. J.-C. that it became the "language of diplomacy", as is the case with English today, until two lines emerged from it: the internal civilization of Syria, the Palmyrene Aramaic and Syriac Aramaic[footnoteRef:3]. Modern Aramaic used in the East and southeastern Turkey, West Syriac, in Iraq and Iran. East Syriac is considered the most important Aramaic dialect for many reasons, as it is the language in by which Jesus Christ spoke, and it is the language through which the Greek sciences were transferred to Arabic, and it is still spoken in some areas, in Syria, as "Jabdin", "Maalal", "Bakh 'a" and "Qamishli" and its surroundings, in the Christian villages of Iraq, this dialect is written in its own script called "cirta" (i.e. the line, "السطر"), knowing that the Alif "أ" at the end of the word in Syriac is for definition and is pronounced "o". In modern Syriac, it is the liturgical language in Syriac churches[footnoteRef:4]. [4:  IDEM] 

It also derived from Aramaic or influenced many dialects, including: "other Assyrian dialects such as Mandaean, Palmyrene, Nabataean, Hadari and others, but there are no big difference between them!Nabatiyeh in Jordan, and its capital is Sila in Aramaic or Petra in 
Greek[footnoteRef:5].

There is a repercussion of influence and an influence between Aramaic/Syriac on the one hand, and Arabic, due to the influence of the Nabataean civilization, having brought together the ancient Arabic language and its contact with the Mesopotamian civilization, where Aramaic/Syriac was in contact with each other and on interaction, linguistic exchange and borrowing as it was through merchant and human exchange. 2 Origin and development
The Syriac language, like any other language and as a living natural being, develops with the development of its user and dies out with the extinction of its use, its impact and its transfer to another language, as was the case with the example of the Hebrews who forgot the Hebrew language, which is also one of the Semitic dialects, but they abandoned it after the captivity in Babylon; they were forced to use the language and the writing Aramaic even to write the Old Testament, which was later called "Aramaic Tanakh".
Syriac was formed as a dialect and then transformed into a special language, especially within the Christian community, because Christ spoke this language.
There are many scholars who count the Syriac language and the Aramaic language as one, and the history of the emergence of the language.
Aramaic is not known precisely, but scholars have agreed that it originated in the sixth century BC, and everyone in the lands of Iraq spoke the Aramaic language, but in different dialects, and among the peoples who spoke it, the Assyrians, the Phoenicians and the Canaanites and the Babylonians, and the Syriac language which spread in the Fertile Crescent.
The emergence of the Aramaic or Syriac language, most people speak a language derived from the Semitic language or language The cuneiform. The spread of the Aramaic language, is due to military reasons, represented by the control of the empire of the regions Assyrians of the Fertile Crescent, in addition to motifs of trade and caravans[footnoteRef:7]. Until the 4th century BC, the Aramaic language was the official language in many regions, and spoken by some of the peoples who spoke it, such as the Palmyrene and others, and after that in the third century
The second, the distinction became clear and obvious between the parts of the Aramaic language, which are the Eastern and Western languages hence the distinction of the Syriac language[footnoteRef:8]. [8:  IDEM] 

In terms of written documentation, "the first Syriac document dates from AD 132, it is a pagan religious document, paganism, and the Syriac language was associated with the emergence of the Christian religion, and the reason for the lack of documents about the pre-Christian religion, is that anyone who embraced that religion used to cover up documents that glorified the pagan religion, and the golden age because the language dates from the 7th and 6th centuries. This led to the disappearance of the language Syriac, it is the invasions of the Mongols, led by Tamerlane, in addition to the Seljuk invasions, in addition to the diffusion of Islam and the Arabic language. The Syriac alphabet was considered a basic system in the language Syriac and in writing. It was used by monks to write the Arabic language in the surroundings of ancient Syria. This alphabet was also used to write some languages such as Malayalam and Armenian in India, but with different lines from region to region. In some of them there is Assyrian script and Maronite script[footnoteRef:9]. [9:  IDEM] 
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
