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The liability :
-Linguistic definition:

The word liability refers to the language, the actions or actions of a natural person who is responsible
for their results.

-Its definition as a term.

As for the terminology, it means ((that legal technology that consists mainly of voluntary interference,
whereby the burden of harm that occurred on a direct person by the laws of nature, biology, psychology,
or social laws is transferred to another person who is seen as the person who should bear the burden))

The concept of liability differs according to its scope or framework, it may be:

A): A punitive liability is resulted of the violation of a moral duty that does not fall within the scope of
the law.

B): Legal liability for breaching a legal obligation.

Accordingly, liability is the obligation that falls on the final responsibility of a person to compensate the
harm suffered by another person, pursuant to Article 124 of the Algerian Civil Code.

C) The moral liability is that which results from violating the rules of morality, so the person is asked
and judged by God and depending of his conscience, and there is no legal reward for it. In order to this
liability to occur, it is not necessary for the occurrence of harm to others, rather it is sufficient for a
person to intend and wish evil for others in order for this responsibility to be fulfilled.

D) Contractual liability: If the contract is valid and that the conditions of its validity are fulfilled, the
debtor must implement what he committed to in kind whenever possible and that is in accordance with
Article 164.C.L. If real execution is possible and the creditor holds on to it, the debtor is forced to do
so, and therefore contractual liability is not raised in the event of possible real execution.

E) Civil liability: It is the liability that aims to make amends (compensation) for the injured person, and
civil liability is of two types, either contractual liability, which is a penalty for the debtor's breach of a
contractual obligation, or a default liability, which is a penalty for a person's breach of a legal obligation
imposed on him.

F) Administrative liability as a legal liability and a type of legal liability that takes place within the scope
of the administrative legal system, and it relates to the responsibility of the state and public
administration for its harmful acts, but its meaning is defined in the narrow sense and partly, as “the
legal situation in which the state or institutions, facilities and administrative public bodies are
permanently obligated to pay Compensation for damage or damages caused to others by harmful
administrative acts, whether these harmful administrative acts are legitimate or unlawful, mainly on the
basis of the attachment error or the administrative error and on the basis of risk theory and within the
scope of the legal system for administrative and state liability.

G) Criminal liability, means the person bearing the consequences of his criminal acts, according to a
provision in the law, such as murder, theft and breach of trust, which result from the commission of one
of the crimes, and lead to the punishment of the perpetrator of this crime.

Crimes are defined by law according to the principle of “no crime and no punishment except by a text”.
