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Marginalization refers to the part of a page that is located at the bottom and is called the
margin or footer. Itincludes all that goes beyond the text, such as explanations, comments,
references, citations, and translations, or what is known as citation rules in scientific research,
whether this margin is written under the text of the page, which is the most common, or at

the end of the research.

The importance of marginalization lies in providing the reader with documentation of
facts and information, serving as a means to confirm the researcher's work and indicate the
authenticity and quality of the research, validating the rights of other authors and
researchers, serving as a guide directing the reader to previous studies that addressed the
same topic, serving as a reference for other researchers to search for references on similar

topics, and protecting the researcher from bearing the intellectual responsibility of others.

The areas of using marginalization include referring to the source or reference from which
the researcher quoted a specific idea or information, indicated by sequential numbers,
referring to explanations and short comments, indicated by an asterisk (*) and in the second
reference (**), and so on, referring the reader to another place in the memorandum, known
as internal referral, indicated by a specific symbol the first time and another symbol the
second time, and so on, referring to other references that addressed the same idea, known as
external referral, indicated in the same way as internal referral, and expressing gratitude and

acknowledgment of others at a specific point.

The ways of numbering the margins include independent numbering for each page,

sequential numbering for each chapter, and sequential numbering for the entire research.

There are several internationally known systems for writing margins, each with specific
characteristics in arranging the information of the reference or source. However, despite this
difference, most systems agree on a set of basic elements that must be mentioned in the
reference, including the author's name, the title of the reference, the publication date, the

publisher, and the place of publication. These systems include the American Psychological



Association (APA) system, the Chicago system, the Modern Language Association (MLA)

system, and the Harvard system.
