“In the nineteenth century, Arab nationalists sought to awaken their nation and revive its identity while fighting for its autonomy within the Ottoman state, these issues lost their importance in the twentieth century. It was because of the emergence of new Arab states and transformations in Arab consciousness. At the beginning of the development of the idea of nationalism, it was in the common interest to survive and maintain one’s own culture and language in confrontation with other nations. Then, twentieth-century Arab nationalism was used to fight colonialism, gain and maintain power (e.g., in Syria), and build a single Arab state”
